A year and a half ago, while I was at the Child Life farm in Dersca, Romania, I was visiting with Delbert Gillette, President of Matthew’s House. At that time he shared with me his vision of raising cows at the farm to assist desperate, needy families. This past Saturday I visited Delbert again at the Child Life farm, which adjoins his farm. He has built ne barbwire fences partitioned into sections where he is raising hay to feed the cows during the winter months. I have to tell you, I was thrilled to see all the work that is taking place there.
It is our continued desire to see this property used for the Kingdom of God. Matthew’s House has done a beautiful job developing the land. What a testimony of God’s goodness! We look forward to the continued partnership with Matthew’s House in this effort. Good job, Delbert!
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Last year we started a wonderful program to assist the elderly by providing compressed wood bricks to burn in their fire place during the winter months. Through your generosity this past year we were able to provide warmth for many elderly individuals and poor families. 
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We need to start accumulating compressed wood bricks now in preparation for the upcoming winter months. It is in our heart to continue this program to help many dear families throughout Romania who so desperately need our help.
One ton of compressed wood bricks currently costs $200. This will provide heat for one family for an entire winter. Would you consider sponsoring one family, or perhaps two or three? Assistance rendered through this program could be the difference between life and death for many elderly individuals, women and children highly susceptible to the elements. I need your help. 
Please contact me as soon as possible if you are interested in partnering with us in this program. Time is of the essence as I need to place an order while the bricks are available at the current price. It is much cheaper for us to purchase the bricks during the summer than during the winter months when the demand is so high. Please help us now, so we can do even more with the resources God is going to release.
Words cannot begin to express how much I appreciate our partners who have stayed with us through thick and thin. I need to encourage you to continue to trust God to use you to reach out to others. On behalf of needy Romanian people, I request your prayers and financial support. You truly are making a difference. God is faithful! God is faithful to those that listen to Him!
