We are happy to share with you an update of our work in Romania. Please take a few moments and read how lives are impacted with God's help and yours.
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Food Distribution Continues - 800 Bags of Cornmeal


	
	 
	

We are continuing to donate food to the hospitals, special children's homes, nursing homes, poor families and individuals in need. At the last food distribution over 35,000 lbs of nutritional dehydrated vegetables went to the needy. This week, 40,000 lbs of cornmeal arrived at the warehouse. Cornmeal is largely used in hospitals as a nutritional replacement of bread when cooked as "mamaliga" (Romanian for corn mush). 
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Blankets for Babies and Shoes for Children
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We want to thank the group of ladies from Peace Lutheran Church Rogers AR, who made and sent baby quilts to Romania. The joy on the new Mothers' faces, who received this wonderful gift, reflected their gratefulness as they proudly wrapped up their babies in the beautiful quilt. 

Through the generosity of a local Company, several hundred pairs of new shoes will go to Romania, to help poor children. We hope the much needed shoes will reach their destination before the school starts in September. 
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Helping Elderly People Stay Warm
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Winters can be very hard in Romania. The icy winds from the Eastern steppe with the low temperatures make life difficult for everyone, but for many elderly people, winter brings with it the need to fight for survival. 
One cold November evening in Suceava, we met a little old lady, dressed in a light jacket, begging in the parking lot. After giving her money to buy dinner, we persuade her to go home, before she freezes to death. Her answer was shocking and unforgettable, why should I go home? It is as cold there as it is here.
Every winter we hear about people, mostly elderly, dying of cold. We believe God wants us to do something about this. 

We decided this year we will be prepared and stand in the gap on behalf of these dear people. We were able to negotiated the price for 20 tons of wood bricks (like wood pellets). They are more efficient than wood, and more suitable for elderly, as they eliminate the hard task of splitting wood and are much easier to handle. A half of ton of wood bricks will be sufficient to insure the warmth, from one wood stove, for a period of almost 4 months, saving one elderly couple from the hardships of winter.
The negotiated price for a ton of wood bricks is 150 US dollars. The manufacturer agreed to keep the same price for us until the middle of September. Please help us stand in the gap. 
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Pray for:
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Please remember Romania in your prayers. The floods that hit our country for the last two years left many homeless and destroyed the crops on thousands of acres. This year we are facing an extensive drought. If the prevision regarding the crops of the present year will prove true, the poor will become poorer. Please pray that God will turn things around and cause the land to give food back to the laborers. 

CLI continues to bring food into the country to supply the daily meals wherever is needed. The shipping of the containers proved to be most challenging due to the long time needed to complete the paper work. Please pray the containers will be release at the right time. 

Please pray for the church team that will be coming to Romania this summer to minister to people and help CLI in our work here. Pray the Lord will used them to bless people, and pray they will be blessed as well.
